3. Attach the following:  

·  Typed, narrative responses to the attached application questions.  

·  Current Resume. 

·  A writing sample, such as literature review paper or publication.  
 
4. Request letters of reference from two people who can attest to your professional, 

interpersonal, and leadership skills such as a professor from your major, department 
chairperson, or current employer.  

 
5. Submit the application materials to the faculty member from your discipline who will 

be your potential NH LEND Faculty Mentor.   After review, the faculty member will 
submit your application to the NH LEND Training Director.  

 
6. Request official transcripts of your current program of study or undergraduate
